The recommended order is Grandparents, followed by the eldest relatives, uncles / aunts, cousins, friends of the
parents, neighbors, co workers, followed by the Bar / Bat Mitzvah’s classmates, friends. The next to the last candle is
normally reserved for siblings (each getting their own candle), and the Parents last. If there is a Good Luck Candle, that
would be lit by the Bar / Mat Mitzvah which would follow the Parents Candle.

Please advise if there are any step-parents, non standard family members or if there will be a Memorial Candle for a
special departed family or non family member.
